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Subject: Fraser Mills Site - Neighbourhood Plan Public Consultation Process

Recommendation:
1. That the report of the General Manager Planning and Development

dated April 20, 2007 regarding the Beedie Group's proposed
Neighbourhood Plan public consultation process be received.

2. That Council approve the proposed Neighbourhood Plan public
consultation process for the Fraser Mills site.

Executive Summary:
Council approved the Fraser Mills Neighbourhood Plan Terms of Reference
at its Regular Meeting on March 5,2007. The Beedie Group has now
designed a comprehensive public consultation process as part of preparing
the Neighbourhood Plan. The process includes a range of opportunities for
the general public as well as special stakeholder groups to provide input as
the Neighbourhood Plan progresses. The process also includes reporting to
Council at key milestones so that Council is aware of the public input being
received and can provide direction to staff and the proponent as required.

Background:
Bylaw 3817, 2007 to amend the Citywide Official Community Plan for the
82.4 acre Fraser Mills site in Southwest Coquitlam was given final reading by
Council at its Regular Meeting on March 5, 2007.

At this same meeting, Council also approved the Terms of Reference for the
preparation of a Neighbourhood Plan for the Fraser Mills site, a process that
the Beedie Group estimates will take approximately 14 months to complete.
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Background: cont'd/
An important part of the Neighbourhood Plan process is opportunities for
the general public, as well as special stakeholder groups, to provide
meaningful input to the plan as it is developed. The attached document
prepared by Brook & Associates Inc., who is acting as the project managers
for the Neighbourhood Plan on behalf of the Beedie Group, sets out this
process.

Highlights of the process include:

• Four public open houses at key points in the development of the
plan. Open House #1 - Vision and Framework was held on
February 12, 2007 and Open House #2 - Ideas Workshop is
scheduled for May 10, 2007.

• Consultation with a range of special stakeholder groups as the plan
progresses. Most of these group/agencies have been engaged in the
process for some time, beginning with those stakeholders included
in the initial round of public consultation requirements, as per
Section 879 of the Local Government Act and authorized by Council
in July 2005. It is expected that consultation will continue with
these groups which include School District #43, Fraser Port, British
Columbia Ministry of Environment, Federal Department of Fisheries
and Oceans, TransLink, BC Ministry of Transportation, CP Rail,
Greater Vancouver Sewerage and Drainage District, GVRD and the
City of Surrey. Staff also believe it is critically important that
neighbouring property owners and businesses as well as those
within the broader Pacific Reach, Fraser Mill and Mayfair Industrial
Park be directly consulted through the Neighbourhood Plan process.

• Newsletters, a website and other public outreach tools developed by
the proponent to ensure that information on the Neighbourhood
Plan process is widely distributed and there are variety of ways to
provide input

• Reporting to Council through staff at key milestones in the process,
including after each public open house, so that Council is kept fully
informed of progress and can provide direction as required on any
issues that arise.
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Conclusion:

The proposed public consultation process has been reviewed by City staff,
who believes it meets the City's standards for Neighbourhood Plan public
consultation and therefore recommends to Council that it be approved.

Public Process - Neighbourhood Planning Process

Introduction:
The Neighbourhood Planning process for the Village at Fraser Mills is anticipated to take place over approximately 14
months, involving many individuals and technical work. This public consultation plan has been developed to create
clear framework for public involvement in this complicated process.

It should be noted that this program will serve as a basis for public involvement, and may be expanded as required
during the planning process. We anticipate that specific components of the plan or individual stakeholder groups will
require additional consultation or communication.

Objective:
To meaningfully involve the neighbourhood surrounding the former Fraser Mills site (as well as the residents of the City
of Coquitlam and regional stakeholders) in the Neighbourhood Planning process for the Village at Fraser Mills by:

o communicating with residents on an ongoing basis through public meetings, focus groups, email and
newsletter correspondence;

o soliciting ideas and feedback from community members through email, website, feedback forms, etc.;
o addressing key aspects of the neighbourhood plan in concert with community leaders concerned with

the specific area (retail development, arts + culture, etc.); and
o reporting on the outcomes of public meetings to Council, Staff and residents, and clearly illustrating the

changes and ideas incorporated.

Stakeholder Groups
The project team has identified a number of stakeholder groups who will participate in the Neighbourhood Planning
process. It is anticipated that stakeholder groups will be consulted at least once prior to each Open House. The Beedie
Group will also meet with any stakeholder group at their request throughout the duration of the neighbourhood plan
process.

Referral Agencies
Consultation with referral agencies and those parties who responded to the 879 City Consultation will be conducted as
required and separate from this program. However, those agencies will be notified of and welcome to attend all public
meetings.
