If 2007 was any indication, 2008 is shaping up to be an even more
exciting year. The Beedie Group and their project team have been
immersed in the Neighbourhood Plan process since 2007 planning to
transform the old Fraser Mills site into a vibrant mixed use neighbourhood.
We are working on a development Concept Plan and the Neighbourhood
Plan policy, and hope to present this to the community later this Spring.
In our plans, it is important for us to reconnect Coquitlam residents with
the Fraser River T the historic birthplace of the community. Ongoing
communication with stakeholder groups continues to help us incorporate
the siteds rich cultural and natural history into our development concept.

Our plan will be the result of almost one year of planning that began after
the site was designated by City Council as a fiWaterfront Village Centreo in
the Ofycial Community Plan (March 2007). Various disciplines, including
transportation, environmental, civil and geotechnical engineers, landscape
architects, planners and architects, and community members will have
contributed to deyne the concept and municipal Neighbourhood Plan
policy that will guide future development at Fraser Mills.

Ideas Workshop T Open House #2 Recap

Soon after the Neighbourhood Plan process was initiated, the Beedie
Group hosted its 2" Open House (May 2007) éldeas Workshopi to update
community members on the OCP approval, introduce project ideas, and to
gather community feedback. We introduced some initial ideas for the
neighbourhood including sustainability concepts, open space
opportunities, historic and heritage integration, and examples of other
mixed-use communities in the region. In general, the public was
supportive of the project with approximately 60 people sharing their
vision and ideas for the new neighbourhood.
